Certi�ed Dietary Manager, Cer -
ti�ed Food Protection Profes -
sional (CDM, CFPP). The CDM, 
CFPP Credentialing Exam is part 
of the competency assurance 
program for dietary managers 
administered by the Certifying 
Board for Dietary Managers.
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A CDM, CFPP has the education 
and experience to perform the re -
sponsibilities of a dietary manager 
and has proven competency by 
passing a nationally recognized 
credentialing exam. CDM, CFPPs 
work together with Registered Di -
etitians and Dietetic Technicians, 
Registered to provide quality nu -
tritional care for clients in a variety 
of non-commercial settings and 
perform many nutrition-related 
tasks. 

The credentialing exam covers 
10 competency areas and 269 
speci�c tasks. More than 29% 
of the de�ned competency 
areas involve nutrition, nutrition 
documentation, and/or com -
municating with the healthcare 
team, including routine nutrition 
screening, documenting nutri -
tion data and participating in 
care conferences. CDM, CFPP 
credentialing provides access to 
trained support personnel within 
the long-term care industry, and 
may provide a practical solution 
for daily sta�ng in a nutritional 
care environment.
