Here are the codes listed for states on the list:
CDM, CFPP = Recognizes the CDM, CFPP Credential The state regulations recognize the Certified Dietary Manager, Certified Food Protection Professional credential as one of the qualifications necessary to be a director of food services.
 Course = Recognizes ANFP Course The state regulations recognize completion of the ANFP course as one of the qualifications necessary to be a director of food services.
 Blank – Credential/Course not recognized The state regulations do not recognize ANFP, ANFP course completion, or CDM, CFPP credential as one of the qualifications necessary to be a director of food services.
Maryland and Delaware require the credential for long term care.
